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FOREWORD

The Government of Uganda had always addressed the needs of
internally displaced persons through provision of humanitarian
assistance and overseeing their return, resettlement and reintegrationthrough normal sectoral planning. .

The need, however, arose over time for standard coordinated multi-
sectoral, multi-disciplinary procedures and guides for Government
Institutions, Development and Humanitarian Agencies in planning
and responding to matters of internal displacement of persons. This
Policy is intended to address these needs in a significant and effective
manner.

The Policy builds on existing international humanitarian law and
human rights instruments and relevant national laws. The Policy
will playa significant role in raising awareness of the needs and
rights of illPs, mobilising support within the country and from the
development and humanitarian community.

Whereas we cannot stop the occurrence of natural hazards and some
of the human-induced crises, with collective effort and proper
planning, we can reduce their chances of turning into disasters and
minimize their impact on the affected population and the economy.

I wish to thank all of those who contributed to the preparation of
this policy and urge all those institutions involved in protection and
the provision of assistance to the illPs to adhere to this policy. In so
doing we shall go a long way in achieving the much needed
improvement in the status and treatment of illPs.
