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Serious protection concerns:

Out-migration of women & children (e.g., 2006), internal
ﬂlght of men (e.g., age of those herding cattle in November 2007)

Fears of trafficking and reality of forcible round-ups
(Kampala) and returns to Koblin

Changing balance of powers between those who have
and those who have not been disarmed

Torture In detention
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Refusal to provide medical treatment

Creation of new markets for guns (e.g., relatives buy new guns in
order to ensure release of men accused of having them... From
300,000/=to 2M/=)

On this gun-trafficking corridor there are multiple actors: Toposa
(being armed by Khartoum?), Turkana, UPDF (where is public record
of guns destroyed?!), etc.

Excuses to change cultural patterns: shoot at men wearing
blankets, refuse them access to towns...
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Police and Courts belong in Municipalities...
The criminal justice system is seen as lenient to
criminals and the courts are empty

There Is iInstead a constant resort to more traditional
structures and practices

...which are seen as being participatory, tangible and
fair to all...

Should these practices be codified? Or would this rob
people of an avenue to justice in which they have some
faith?
